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· No state received an “A” for providing comprehensive cessation coverage with few barriers to its Medicaid recipients and state employees.
· Five states—Minnesota, North Dakota, Oregon, Rhode Island and Wisconsin—received “B”s.  Thirty-three states received an “F” grade for inadequate cessation coverage.  

· Five states – Alabama, Connecticut, Georgia, Missouri and Tennessee offer no cessation benefits to their entire Medicaid population.  

· Eight states – Florida, Iowa, Louisiana, Mississippi, Montana, Nebraska, New Jersey, South Dakota, Texas and Wyoming – do not cover any cessation coverage benefits for state employees.  

· Rates of smoking among the Medicaid population are over 60% higher than the general population.
