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Smokefree Air
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· Twenty two states and the District of Columbia received an “A” grade for having a strong smokefree law in effect protecting almost all workers from secondhand smoke.  Thirteen states received an “F” grade for having the weakest laws.
· Michigan, South Dakota and Wisconsin approved laws prohibiting smoking in almost all public places and workplaces in 2009.    

· Twenty-six states and the District of Columbia have passed comprehensive smokefree laws, and met the American Lung Association’s Smokefree Air Challenge.  

· Secondhand smoke kills an estimated 50,000 people every year in the United States.
