State of Tobacco Control 2009 Report Backgrounder

Tobacco Prevention and Control Spending
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· Only North Dakota funds its state tobacco control and prevention program above the level recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), earning the state an “A” grade.
· Alaska also earns an “A” grade for funding its tobacco prevention and control program at above 80% of the CDC-recommended level.
· Tragically, 40 states and the District of Columbia fund their state tobacco control programs at less than 50% of the CDC-recommended level earning them an “F” grade.
· New Hampshire spends no state dollars (only the small allotment on money from the CDC) on its state tobacco control program.    

· 10 states slashed funding for their tobacco prevention and control programs by more than 25% in fiscal year 2010 (July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010 in most states).
